Elise Boulding s poem, God Laughs and
Plays invites us to look all around us and

discover the recreative laughing, playing
Christ alive and among us. We need to
play with those among us, for the health
and sake of our souls.

"Play," John Mogabgab (contemporary
writer for Guideposts, etc.) writes "is a
sign of God s nearness, a mark of ful lled
time. Play simply expresses who we are
in God."

And Robert Johnson, in "The Christian
at Play" encourages us to regard play

as something essential for these times
of darkness and confusion: In times

of stress, in a society pressured from

all sides and moving toward its break-
ing point, play can purify our sensibility,
make us open again to the gifts of God s
goodness which surround us. Further-
more, play can open us to understand
life s rhythms and limits, dissolving some
of the perplexity of things, even death
itself. Finally, play can keep that gracious
"ground-base of joy" alive in all of us,
and so prepare us for and help sustain us
within our ongoing life of faith.

This season we have entered, "the long,
green season," inspires play in all of us,
to express who we are in God and nd,
again and again "the Christ who plays in
ten thousand places, Lovely in limbs and
eyes not his, to the Father through the
features of mens faces." (Gerard Manley
Hopkins.) We are called and created as
Christians to consecrate our play!
